Through
a series of run-offs, the winners were
determined.

George Mannheimer was elected
as 2007-08’s student body president.
After being the freshmen, sopho-
more and junior class president,
Mannheimer is well prepared for the
upcoming task.

“[It’ s something I’ve] always
wanted to do,” Mannheimer said
about becoming student body presi-
dent.

Mannheimer was very happy
when he was informed that he won
the elections.

“It was a
relief because it had been a close
race.”

For the upcoming year,
Mannheimer intends on improving
the pep rallies, and has already
thought up a number of surprises. He

is also interested in getting Leon to
volunteer in the community.

Mannheimer also wants to know
what the students are thinking.

“I want to make a difference, and
help get more students get involved,”

Mannheimer said. “I’m interested in
hearing what the students want.”

Assisting Mannheimer as student
body vice president will be Allison
Mica.  Her job will include being
president of Inner Club Council

(ICC) and putting together
Winterfest, which includes
fundraising and planning.

After running for junior class
president and losing, Mica had no
intentions of running the following
year for any office. Her mind,
though, was certainly changed.

“After another year in SGA (Stu-
dent Government Association), I re-
alized how much I wanted to be stu-
dent body vice president,” Mica said.

Elected as senior class president
was Sean Saint-Fort.  Saint-Fort was
relatively surprised upon hearing of
his win.

“[I was] shocked,” Saint-Fort said.
Among his plans for next year are

helping third world countries,
through programs such as Operation
Rice Bowl, which raises money for
countries in need. Seventy- five per-
cent of the profits go to the foreign
countries, and the other 25 percent
stays in the United States to help the
needy. He also plans on making
Grad-Bash an overnight event.

On April 16, in Blacksburg, Virginia, the mas-
sacre of 33 lives took place at Virginia Tech and
ultimately showed that many schools nationwide
are in need of re-evaluating their security. How-
ever, Leon High School stands prepared, accord-
ing to Principal Rocky Hanna.

The school administrators have developed a
lock-down procedure for Leon if an emergency
situation should occur.

“The best offense is a good defense,” Hanna
said.

All the teachers at Leon have keys to their
classrooms. During the lockdown, teachers are
to lock classroom doors, close blinds and have
students remain out of sight so they don’t be-

come targets.
If a lockdown were to happen during lunch or

in between periods, teachers are trained to pull
students into a secure area first.

“We need to continuously work on evaluating
our safety procedures,” Hanna said.

Over the summer, the school administration is
creating a training video on what to do during
any “worst case scenario” emergencies at Leon.
Next year the video will be shown to students
and drills will be practiced at random times dur-
ing school days.

“I see a lot of promise in conditioning kids in
what to do when something goes wrong,” said
Mark Feely, who serves as both dean of students
and athletic director.

Leon is also upgrading its campus next year,
including completely fencing the campus and in-
stalling 30 video cameras throughout the school.

“[Our priority is] the safety of the students and
staff at the school,” Deputy Paul Emmons said.

With an open campus, Leon may have visitors
enter from many different sites. Therefore, the
school faculty and hall monitors that parade the
campus throughout the day have walkie-talkies
that allow them to communicate, giving them the
ability to report any activity or individual that
they identify as suspicious.

“How do you differentiate from a parent pick-
ing up their child and a person of potential dan-
ger,” Feely said. “We try to use common sense.”

Currently, Leon has a device called “The Rap-
tor.” It’ s a small machine used for unidentified
characters on campus that swipes licenses and
checks the sexual predator database for potential

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Lions end productive year

While most of the spring
sports finished their seasons
by qualifying for the state
tournament, the flag foot-
ball team went one step fur-
ther.

They won the state cham-
pionship.

Behind the leadership of
Chelsea Parmer, Susanna
Zorn, Alea Spires and coach
Jeff Martin, the Lions beat
Apopka in the quarterfinals,
Palm Beach Gardens in the
semifinals and Dillard in the
title game.

It was the first state title
of any kind for Leon since
the baseball team won it all
in 1998.

Leon defeated Flager
Palm Coast to advance to
the quarterfinals.

In other spring sports ac-
tion, Holly Johnson won the
state title at No. 1 singles
and Maggie Arrington won
the No. 5 singles position to
lead the girls to a third-
place overall finish. The

boys tennis team, led by se-
niors Andrew Green and
Kyle Record, placed fifth at
the state tournament after a
dramatic regional final vic-
tory over Fort Walton
Beach-Choctawhatchee.

Both the boys and girls
were district and region
champions. In addition to
Green and Record, the boys
were led by Robby Epstein,
Max Shepherd and Derek
Schwabe, a finalist at the
No. 5 singles position. The
girls were bolstered by Lane
Turkle, Dominique
Cognetta and Carilyn Pow-
ers, a No. 4 singles finalist.

In track and field, the
girls finished twelfth out of
33 teams at the regional
meet. Top performances
were turned in by: Keirsten
Caldwell, runner-up in the
400 meters with a personal
best time of :59.37;
Shekinah Bryant, sixth in
the long jump with a per-
sonal best of 16 feet, 10
inches; Claire Stodghill,
sixth in the 1600-meter run;
and Allison Clarke, who

pole-vaulted seven feet.
Meanwhile, the boys

team finished fifteenth out
of 33 teams. The top perfor-
mancer included: Dominic
Nichols, runner-up in the
800 meter with a personal
best time of 1:59.53;
Kendall Oliver, runner-up
in the 400 meter with a per-
sonal best time of 49.58;
and the 4x400-meter relay
team of Brad Johnson,
Oliver, Robert Welton and
Nichols, who placed sixth
with a season-best time of
3:26.10.

In softball action, the Li-
ons’ season ended with an
11-10 loss to Mosley in the
district tournament. Coach
Windy Jones blamed the
team’s failure on the pitch-
ers, who couldn’t execute,
and on the defense, which
she said didn’t help out
much this season. Jones
hopes that next year’s team
will advance further than
this year’s and that the jun-
iors can step up and elimi-
nate all the errors.

As the year draws to a
close, the Leon sports teams
have more than just city, dis-
trict and regional titles to be
proud of.

The Lions have the top-
ranked overall public sports
program in the state.

Leon’s “minor” teams
took the lead in accomplish-
ing this feat.

Beginning in the fall, golf
and volleyball both enjoyed
their most victorious season
in years.

The volleyball team tied
for third at the state tourna-
ment. Their overall record of
27-4 surpassed the previous
school record. Seniors Katie
Johnson, Emily Bist and Erin
Stockdale were team cap-
tains and led their team to
many victories.

Girls golf coach Betsy
Fisher took her team to the
state tournament for the first
time. The team won the city
tournament and junior April
Lee took the individual title.
The Lions went on to finish
as runner-up in district and
regional competition. Senior

Janet Gavalas was the indi-
vidual district champion.

It was also a successful
season for the boys golf
team, which finished fourth
at the state tournament. Se-
nior Kyle Cobb shot rounds
of 67 and 68 to take second
place individually.

The Leon swim team fin-
ished its season as Big Bend,
district and regional champi-
ons. At the state meet, the
boys finished third and the
girls placed seventh.

Junior Joe Ziegler claimed
the 500 freestyle title. The
girls 200 freestyle relay  team
of Anna Straubinger, Sierra
Spark, Sapphire Hinson and
Jenny Lieb also took the state
title and broke the previous
school record.

Although the football
team had far from a stellar
season, linebacker Sam Bra-
dley broke Leon’s career
record for total tackles with
380.

After a remarkable season,
led by a group of close-knit
seniors, the boys soccer team
won the district champion-
ship and advanced to the re-
gional finals. Junior Dylan
Harris, the team’s starting

goalie, established a new
school record with 21 shut-
outs.

The girls basketball team
claimed the district title, but
lost in the regional finals.

Boys basketball was
eliminated in the district
tournament.

Although girls
weightlifting didn’t win any
titles this year, senior
Michaela Spires was a
standout for coach Matt Wil-
liams.

“If I could give an MVP
award, it would go to her,”
said Williams.

The team finished fourth
in regional competition.

Tennis and flag football
had extraordinary seasons as
well.

The girls tennis team fin-
ished third in the state. Holly
Johnson and Maggie
Arrington won individual
singles titles. The boys, led
by seniors Andrew Green
and  Kyle Record, took the
fifth-place spot.

Flag football won the state
title, shutting out Dillard 34-
0 in the championship game.
It was the first state title of
any kind at Leon since 1998.

During the 2006-07
school year, Leon has en-
joyed unprecedented suc-
cess in some of the smaller
sports, such as volleyball
and soccer. Swimming and
girls flag football also had
some impressive achievements this year.

What will be interesting to see in the next year is
whether or not those sports can continue with their suc-
cess and also whether the bigger sports at Leon, like
football, baseball, and basketball, which have tradition-
ally been the most successful, can return to their former
glory and once again dominate the state.

There is definite reason to believe that this will hap-
pen. We have a new head football coach, full of new
ideas and enthusiasm. We have a good group of up-
coming seniors on baseball and a team of sophomores
on basketball.

It’s my belief that every team goes through ups and
downs. A team that won a state championship the pre-
vious year could come back in the new season, with a
sizeable portion of its team gone, and new, less experi-
enced players making up the difference. When that is
the situation, the team is going to struggle. That doesn’t
mean that with a little hard work and determination,
they won’t get back on track.

As we all saw this year, Leon’s athletic department
as a whole, was outstanding.  This was due, in large
part, to the achievements of the volleyball, golf, swim-
ming, cross country, soccer, flag football and tennis
teams. As a school, we were the no. 1  public school in
the state for athletics. Individually, over 40 of Leon’s
student-athletes were named as All Big-Bend selections.

This year we also had a state championship for the
first time in nine years when flag football brought home
the title. Next year we hope to see this overall success
continue.

Whatever happens next year, we have the 2006-
2007 athletic seasons to be proud of and those in 2007-
2008 to look forward to.
